the fight against disease and epidemics; the fight against today’s poverty  
and slavery? Why? Certain choices are not neutral: to allocate a large part  

of spending to weapons means taking it away from something else,  
which means continuing to take it away yet again,  

from those who lack the basic necessities - this is a scandal!
